For most people, the longest relationship they will
have is with their sibling. It’'s a shame, then, that we
can't choose them. As children, my younger sister
and | were always competing with each other.

But our rivalry was nothing
compared to that of some famous siblings.

Take 19408 movie stars Olivia de Havilland and Joan
Fontaine. The competitive relationship between these
sisters is the stuff of Hollywood Iegend ‘| married first
undoubtedlﬁ' be liv 1IV| ecause | beat herto it,’ .Joan wrote
in her autobmgraphy Their rivalry became very public

in 1946 when Olivia won an Oscar. Joan was asked

to present the award but Olivia refused to even shake

her hand. ‘They just don't have much in common,’
commented one person at the time. Now in their 90s, the
sisters apparently still loathe each other!

More recently, the rivalry between rock stars Noel and
Liam Gallagher has hit the news. As part of the band
Qasis, they created some memorable music, but
whenever they are interviewed, the brothers cannot resist
putting each other down. ‘There are only two things
wrong with Liam," Noel once said, ‘everything he says
and everything he does.’ While the brothers were working
on their second album, Liam invited some friends to the
studio for a party. Noel was trying to work and ended up
attacking Liam with a cricket bat. By 2011, the brothers
had stopped working together and were suing each other
— a sorry situation for any brothers to be in.
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RIVALRIES

But it’s not just in show business where siblings fall out.
Entrepreneurs Rudolf and Adolf Dassler started making
sports shoes in the small German town of Herzogenaurach
in the 1920s. Their factory south of the river became very
successful but they were always very different. Adolf, or
Adi, was a quiet craftsman while Rudolf was “a loud-
mouthed salesman”. Eventually, in 1948, the brothers fell
out permanently. Rudolf moved across the river and set

up a rival sports-shoe company, which he called Puma. In
response, Adi used the first letters of his name and surname
to create his brand — Adidas.

The brothers never spoke to each other again and their
rivalry divided the town. The residents wore either Adidas or
Puma and would sometimes refuse to mix with each other.
It became a place where you always looked at the shoes
someone was wearing before starting a conversation. The
brothers died in the 1970s and were buried in the same
cemetery — at opposite ends.

But not all successful siblings hate each other. Top tennis
players Serena and Venus Williams have played each other
in over 20 major tennis tournament finals, but have always
remained best friends. They played doubles together, lived
together, and even had breakfast together before these big
matches. ‘We leave everything on the court,’ Serena once
said. ‘We're sisters the moment we shake hands at the net."
So, now that we're adults, have my sister and | learnt to be
more like the Wiliams sisters and less like the Gallaghers?
Well, I'd love to say “yes” but the truthful answer is “not
always". | still hate seeing photos of us together because_l

HOW MUCH DOES HAPPINESS COST?

Do you want to earn more money? Do you think it will
make you happier? If your answers are ‘yes' and ‘yes’,
then you are in for a surprise. Studies consistently show
that how much we earn is actually less important to our
happiness than how much other people earn. What

we want most of all is to earn more than our friends
and colleagues. This might explain why countries like
China, South Korea and Chile have seen the average
income more than double over the last 20 years, but
have seen no increase in happiness. In the case of South
Korea, 'life satisfaction’ has actually fallen. However,
this doesn’t mean that we don't care about our income.
According to Nobel Prize-winning psychologist Daniel
Kahneman, money does not buy you happiness, ‘but a
lack of money certainly buys you misery’.

HAPPINESS AND THE CITY

Most people think that city folk are more stressed and
less happy than country folk. Well, now it's officially
true: cities are not only bad for your health with their
pollution and overcrowding, they're also bad for your
happiness. Using a special smartphone app, economist
George MacKerron collected data on where, when
and why people were happy. The results were clear:
cities are the unhappiest places to live in. If you think
of happiness as being on a scale from 1 to 100, cities
reduce your well-being by between one and five points.
And which places make people happiest? Mountains
and forests!



GIVE A LITTLE

Philosophers may tell us that money can'‘t buy
happiness, but is this reality or a myth? Psychologist
Elizabeth Dunn from the University of British Columbia
in Canada detided to find out. She gave one group

of students $20 each to spend on themselves. She
gave another group the same amount of money

and asked them to spend it on other people. The

next morning, the students were asked how happy
they felt. Those who had spent the money on other
people were overwhelmingly happier, proving that
‘pro-social spending’ as Dunn calls it, makes us

happy. Newspapers tend to report on random acts of
aggression or violence, but in reality, “random acts

of kindness” make a bigger difference to society.
Dunn's experiment shows that we can improve our own
contentment, and other people’s by giving more than
we take. The problem is that very few people believe it!

HOLD A PENCIL BETWEEN YOUR TEETH

We all know that we smile when we're happy, but can
it really be true that smiling itself can make us happy?
Well, it turns out that this is no myth. Give it a go. Hold
a pencil between your teeth — go on! What are you
waiting for? Leave it there for a while. &
Are you feeling a bit happier yet? B

to smile, and smiling reminds you
‘what it feels like to be happy.

Swede confesses to ‘crazy’
home-made experiment

A Swedish man who tried to build
a nuclear reactor in his kitchen at
home has confessed that his plans
were a bit ‘crazy’. Richard Handl
tried to split the atom at his flat

in Angelholm, southern Sweden,
but the results were not what he
expected.

Sweden'’s radiation authority was
first alerted to Handl's actions by
Handl himself. He had emailed
them to check if what he was doing
was legal. It took the authority
three weeks to read his email,

but when they finally did, they
took immediate action. The police
were called and Handl's computer
and radioactive materials were
confiscated.

Handl claims that his motivation
was simple curiosity and says
that he had the whole thing
under control. He had bought the

radioactive material entirely legally
on the internet and not on the
black market as some papers have
reported. He had been working on
the experiment for more than six
months, posting regular updates
on his blog.

It is not clear what will happen next
in the police inguiry. Handl says
that he expects a fine but he could
be facing up to two years in prison.
In the meantime, he has promised
to stick to reading books about
physics to satisfy his curiosity-

Is it the result of nature - what we
are born with - or nurture - what we
experience? We search for the answer.

ItYs gdefinitely nature.

1 Two and a half thousand years ago, the ancient
Greeks believed that your personality
was the result of different fluids,
or ‘humors’, in your body, like
bload, phlegm and bile.
According to Hippocrates,
the ‘father of modern
medicine’, black bile
caused depression
and irritability, while
blood made you brave
and hopeful. These
ideas spread all over
the world, and in the
18th century, people
with mental illnesses were
sometimes treated with leeches
in order to restore the balance of
their humors. It was only in the 19th
century that scientists began to doubt the
theory of humors, although patients may have noticed
much earlier that they weren’t getting any better!

2 By the late 19th century, personality had been correctly
linked to the brain. This was a big advance, but some
people took it too far and phrenology emerged
as a new ‘science’. Phrenologists believed
that the brain affected the shape of the
head, and so by feeling someone’s
head, they could discover the
shape of their brain and therefore
their personality — including, for
example, how likely someone was
to commit murder. At the height
of its popularity, phrenologists
were consulted about possible
marriage partners or to give
a background check on job
applicants. Job interviews must have
been interesting in those days!

3 More recently, scientists have looked to our
genes as the source of personality. While there
is certainly a link, it is far from simple. For a start,
a single gene might be involved in many different
aspects of our personality — and we have around
25,000 genes in our body. And when even a
simple thing like the colour of your skin is the
result of more than 100 different genes, imagine
how many are involved in a character trait like
being open, extrovert, agreeable, conscientious
or neurotic (the ‘big five’ traits that psychologists
nowadays use to describe human personality).

Sixty-five million years ago, dinosaurs were roaming the earth when an asteroid struck, causing dramatic climate
change and wiping them out. Seventy-four thousand years ago, early human beings almost suffered the same fate
when Mount Toba in northern Sumatra, Indonesia erupted, triggering a ten-year volcanic winter across the planet.

Global catastrophes are nothing new, but for the first time in history, humans may be making the technological
advances to prevent some of them.

THE THREAT FROM CLIMATE CHANGE

Climate change is caused by the
extremely high levels of dangerous
chemicals in the atmosphere,
particularly carbon dioxide (€0;).
Itis estimated that average global
temperatures will rise by between
two and six degrees hy the end of
this century. We all know the effects
could be catastrophic, but are we
aware of the possible solutions?

Solution one: pump even more
chemicals into the atmosphere
Crazy as it sounds, a group of
academics from British universities

So what preparations
should we make to prevent future
asteroid strikes?

celebrities were Roman gladiators. Rather
like today’s TV talent-show contestants,
these'men (and occasionally women]

fought each other for the audience’s
entertainment. Gladiators, however, were
fighting for: their lives, nota record deal!
Fast forward to the 18th century, and in

the pre-photography age, it was politicians
and preachers who were able to become
celebrities through public speaking. George
Whitefield, for example, a preacher from
England, drew a crowd of 30,000 when

he visited the US city of Baston. It's no
wonder he was called ‘Anglo-America’s first
modern celebrity’.

In the 19th century, the arrival of cheap
mewspapers created a sudden demand for
exciting stories. All kinds of people began
fo get their 15 minutes (or more] of fame,
mcluding the legendary American outlaw:
and bank robber, Jesse James, and one

of the world’s first media celebrities, Sam
Patch. Patch became famous for jumping
mto rivers from high places, and he became
3 household name by leaping into Niagara
Falls. He survived every jump... . except the
iast one into the Genesee River in New York.

In the same way that the media is held
responsible for celebrity problems today, .
people blamed the pressure of the media
for Patch's sudden end.

By the end of the 2{_]th century, TV show
producers had begun to turn to the
cheapest performers available - their
sudience. Finally, it seemed, anyonie who
wanted 15 minutes of fame could get it.
And some people wanted it far too much.

Richard and Mayumi Heene, for example,
launched a large helium balloon 2,000
metres into the air and then calleda TV
network to say that their six-year-old son,
Falcon, was inside it. Planes were re-
routed and Denver International Airport
was briefly shut down. However Falcon

was later found to have been hiding in the
family’s garage the whole time. The ‘balloon
boy” incident turned out to be a hoaxand

.the Heenes were accused of doing it in the

hope of landing their own reality TV show.
Instead, they got a fine and a short prison
sentence each - but'they were certainly
famous for a while.

So do we all want fame? Research suggests
thata large number of us do. According

to one recent survey, 30 percent of adults
regularly daydream about being famous
and 40 percent of us expect to experience
some kind of fame in our lifetime. Statistics
for teenagers are much higher! Perhaps

a better question is: should we want to be
famous? Do we really want every aspect

of our private lives splashed across the
newspapers and discussed on television?
‘Some people, such as talent show
contestant Susan Boyle, seem ill-equipped
to deal with'this kind of pressure, despite
their talent. Boyle gained international
fame for her extraordinary singing voice
after appearing on TV talent show Britain's
Got Talent and her debut album became the
fastest-selling of all time in the UK. But the

. sudden fame didn’t seem easy for her at

first, and after the final of the show, Boyle
was admitted to a private psychiatric clinic.

Furthermore, people who achieve fame
often don't seem to like it once they have
it. A survey of celebrities found that they
worry about the press and paparazzi,
critics, threatening letters, the lack of
privacy, stalkers and the effect on their
children [in'that order]. These are hardly
worries that ordinary people have to deal
with. They also, ironically, worry about
what would happen if they were no longer
famous. And there are plenty of people to
ask about that. Take Donato Dalrymple,
for example, a fisherman who rescued a
boy from the 'sea and enjoyed the media
spotlight for several months afterwards.
When it ended, however, he resumed his
job as a toilet cleaner. I know I'm a nobody,’
he said when the attention had vanished.

Most of the time, we avold strangers. li's one of the first lessons
we learn as children, But according to Dr Richard Wisernan.,
it's a habif we should change. Talking o strangers opens up
new possibilities in life. It Increases the chances of finding luck
and friendship. Choosing which strangers fo talk to obviously
requires a bit of common sense and judgement, but Liz Barry
and Bill Wefzel from New York were so inspired by the idea
that they starfed the Talk fo Me project. For three years, they
sat at bus stops, on street corners and any other place they
could find in New York, holding a sign saying ‘Talk fo me’. Thay
encountered hostility and suspicion sormetimes, but in general
they were surprised by the kindness they encountered. 'In an
ideal world,” Bill said, ‘we would never need the sign.’

A wandering mind is not a happy mind

Many philosophical and religious fraditions tell us that
happiness can be found by living in the present. Now there

is some scientific support for this belief. Recent research by
Harvard University psychologists found that we spend

46.9 percent of our waking fime daydreaming. And when we
daydream, we are less happy, the research found. Activitles
which make us focus on the present, such as exercising or
talking to friends, tend fo make us happier than ones which
allow us to daydream, like resting or using a computer, There is
an ‘emotional cost’, as one of the researchers put it, to thinking
about what is not happening,

Clean your way to happiness

How many people actually enjoy doing housework? Not many,
you might think, but a recent study by Dr Caroline Gatrell of
the University of Lancaster found that men are happier if they
do regular housework. Dr Gatrell interviewed over 1,000 fathers
and found that those who do more housework are less stressed
than those who do a smaller amount. They're also maore likely
o stay married. However, that doesn’t mean that all men in
the UK are following the path to happiness. If current rates of
change confinue, it will be 2050 before men and women are
sharing the household chores equally.

The sunnier the country the happier the
people?

Most people would expect this o be frue. Affer all, who
doesn't feel happier when the sun is shining? But global
surveys continually show that some of the happiest countries
in the world are colder than average. The northern European
countries of Norway, Denmark and Sweden are all in the top
five of the Legatum Prosperity Index, which measures how
happy a country is. To be fair, weather probably isn’t very
important in these surveys; they measure other factors like
education, health and safety. But it does go to show that it
Takes more than sunny weather to make us feel good.

Crime experts now believe they know what happened

to Fink. No gun was found, so he can't have committed
suicide. And his murderer can't have got into the room and
escaped, because of the barred windows and locked doors.
The only other possibility, therefore, is that he was shot

* Logical necessity :
Here must means ‘from the evidence | am sure this is true’.

If we want to say something is logically impossible, we use can't.

Surely he can’t be 60, he anly looks about 40!

+ When we talk hypothetically about the past with if, if only and
I wish, the Past simple becomnes the Past perfect.
If only / 1 wish | had thought about it more carefully!
(= but | didn't)
If you'd told me about the problem earlier, | would have done
something about it. (= but you didn't tell me about it)

+ In conditional sentences, if the main clause also refers to the
past, would have + past participle is used.
If our best player hadn’t got injured, we would have won.

REMEMBER!

As with present hypothetical situations, might have and could have
are often used instead of would have.

If he hadn’t been injured, we might/could have won.

+ Notice that in the sentences above, both the if clause and
the main clause refer to the past.

The following nouns are followed by the infinitive with to: chance,
decision, effort, opportunity, time.

N: This week it has been reported that the Mars 500 'space mission’ has
'landed’ after more than 17 months. With us to discuss this fascinating
experiment is our science correspondent, David Simpson. David, for
those listeners who are not familiar with the Mars 500 mission could
you tell us about it?

S: Well the Mars 500 mission was actually a simulated space mission
in which six international volunteers — three Russians, two other
Europeans and a Chinese man spent 520 days in a space capsule buried
beneath a car park in a suburb of Moscow.

S: Well scientists wanted to study the physical and especially the
psychological effects of spending that amount of time in the
confinement and isolation of a space capsule, which is of course what a
space crew would have to do if they travelled to Mars for example.

So for example, the crew’s stress levels
and moods were carefully monitored, and the kind of issues that
created conflict.

: And what did they find?

. Well the data is still being analysed. However, while it has been stressed
by the ESA — the European Space Agency — that overall the six men got
on well and worked successfully as a team, although there were issues,
certainly.

: For example?

: Well, you have to remember that the six men had to deal with the
boredom and isolation of 17 months together, and it seems that in
these highly stressful circumstances small jealousies can easily become
a problem, For example the men, had a lot of chores and tasks, which
they had to share out and organise themselves, and it was felt that
the workload wasn't always fair, and this caused problems. There were
also jealousies over who had the most contact with their family and
friends 'back home', and there were also certain tensions between the
different nationalities.

: Wouldn't it have been easier if all the men had been of the
same nationality?

Apparently this reflects a desire to distance ourselves from our lies. Secondly,
sharter profiles. These can be a sign that someone is being 'economical with
the truth'. People write shorter profiles when they want to avoid telling a lot
of lies that they will have to remember later, The less information there is to
remember, the easier it will be on the first meeting. And thirdly, keep an eye
out for negative statements. People who are lying tend to prefer them to
positive statements. For example, a liar will describe himself or herself as ‘not
boring’ or 'not sad', rather than ‘exciting’ and ‘happy".

Some people say, however, that it is necessary to lie a little bit in your online
profile. Perhaps it's even expected because if you tell the truth, people will
believe that you are older, less attractive (and less successful) than you
actually are. Most online daters know that they have to take what they read
with a pinch of salt. Telling little white lies online can also have a positive
benefit, by encouraging you to live up to the standards that you set in your
profile.

It's best nat to stretch the truth too far, however. One online dater called
Karen posted her story on the web, She went to a restaurant expecting to
meet a 29-year-old investment banker who enjoyed 'surfing, swimming and
going to the gym'. 'The person who walked through the daor’, she wrote,
‘was about 40 and wearing a supermarket uniform. He'd clearly used a photo
that was over ten years old, In those last ten years he definitely hadn't been

S: Possibly, but you have to remember that any future mission to Mars will
almost certainly be international, so this was one of the issues that had
to be looked at.

N: So what conclusions can be drawn about the kind of people that are
suitable for such a mission in future?

S: Well, as | say, the data is still being analysed, but | think there are
certain obvious conclusions. The crew of any such mission would have
to be extremely self-sufficient, to deal with the incredible boredom
and isolation, and to be able to deal with all the unexpected problems
that might arise during the mission. This is also an incredibly stressful
situation and 'so they would have to be able to stay calm under
pressure, and abviously they would need to be able to get on with each
other and work as a team, yet provide leadership where necessary.

N: Does it ever happen that crews on missions like this simply don't get on?

S: Well generally the crews' frustrations tend to be directed towards the
ground crew at mission control. It is common for the space crew to
complain that they are not being sufficiently supported by the ground
crew, but there was one case where the two crew members on a
mission together didn't get on at all.

N: And what happened?

S: Well it was a Russian space mission in 1982, and the two crew members
hardly spoke to each other for the whole 211 day mission, because they
just got on each other's nerves, basically ... they just didn't like each other!

But it's perhaps surprising that any of those relationships ever get
started in the first place because over 80% of people lie in their online profile.
Clearly, the temptation to exaggerate is just too great for most people.

The most comnmon lie that men tell is about their job. They exaggerate the
impartance of their job or they lie about the industry that they work in. The
most common lie is claiming to work in finance or the film industry. The men
hope, presumably, that wormen will fall hopelessly in love with them on the
first date and not care when they find out that he isn't really a film director
but actually drives a taxi. Men also tend to claim that they have a PA when in
fact they don't. Apart from their career, men are most likely to lie about their
height, and body shape, choosing, for example, to describe themselves as
‘athletic’ or ‘muscular’ rather than ‘average build'.

The top two lies that women tell in their online profile concern their age, and
body shape. Women typically take four years off their true age and present
themselves as slimmer than they actually are. They also tend to use a photo
that is one and a half years old compared to men, who use a photo that is six
months old.

So if you want to know whether a profile that you are reading is mostly lies,
keep an eye out for three things. Firstly, the number of times that the word

The Mesopotamians were probably the first people to invent writing — in
about 3,200BC, although it is believed that it was also invented separately
in several different places — by the Ancient Chinese and then later by the
tribes who lived in modern day Mexico.

By the middle of 16th century, Arab and European astronomers had
discovered a great deal about how our solar system works. However at this
point, Europeans still hadn't travelled to many parts of their own planet.
Columbus had only arrived in the Americas in 1492, Australia wasn't
discovered by Europeans until the 17th century, and Antarctica wasn't
explored until the 18th and 19th centuries!

By the middle of the 19th century, we had made big advances in science
and engineering. In 1860 the first combustion engine was invented, which
led to the invention of the motor car. However, we still hadn't discovered
that bacteria cause diseases, and didn't realise that we needed to wash our
hands in order to prevent the spread of germs!

Today, at the beginning of the 21st century we have made the most
extraordinary technological advances, We have invented the aeroplane,
landed on the moon, invented computers and the worldwide web as well
as countless other amazing pieces of technology. However, bizarrely, we
haven't yet discovered a cure for the common cold.

Can a loud sound kill you? Yes, it can. Sound becomes painful at around

Why do chilli peppers taste hot? They taste hot because of a chemical in
them called capsaicin. This chemical tricks your body into thinking it is
being burned, even when it is actually not. The capsaicin doesn't harm you
—itis all in your mind. Because of its unusual qualities, capsaicin is used by
the police in some countries in a special form called pepper spray. It causes
temporary blindness but doesn't do any long-term damage.
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A few days before the Great Exhibition in Paris was due to start, two English
ladies, Clara Redwood and her twenty-year-old daughter Eleanor, arrived in
the city on their way back to London from India, where they were escaping
the latest outbreak of the plague.

Neither woman could speak much French and it was very difficult to find a
hotel room but after searching for some time they eventually managed to
book the last two rooms available at one of the most famous hotels in Paris.
After arriving at the hotel both wormnen signed the register, and were shown
up to their rooms. The mother was given room 342, a particularly luxurious
room decorated with beautiful red velvet curtains.

Almost immediately however, the mother fell ill and they had to call the
hotel's doctor. He examined Mrs Redwood carefully, then called the hotel
manager and spoke urgently to him in French. Eleanor didn't understand
what they were saying, but after a few minutes, the doctor explained in
English that he couldn't leave Mrs Redwood because she was too ill, so he
gave Eleanor a prescription and asked her to go and fetch the medicine her
mother needed, which was available only at his surgery on the other side of
Paris.

The doctor lent Eleanor his own carriage to travel in, but the journey was
frustratingly slow, and it was four hours before Eleanor finally returned

with the medicine. She rushed into the hotel foyer and asked the manager
anxiously how her mother was. The manager stared at her blankly. ‘What are
you talking about, Madame?' he asked. 'l know nothing of your mother. You
arrived here alone.’ The hotel doctor also denied ever meeting her mother,
and when Eleanor insisted on seeing the hotel register, only the young
woman's signature was there,

Eleanor managed to persuade them to take her back to room 342, but her
mother had vanished and the room was empty. Even more mysteriously, the
decorations appeared to have been completely replaced, and the beautiful
red velvet curtains had disappeared.

The distraught girl rushed to the British Embassy to tell her story, but officials
refused to believe her, Eleanor became ever more frantic with worry, and
when she returned to Britain she was declared insane and put in a mental
hospital. However, the girl continued to insist that her story was true, and
doctors never found any other evidence that she was mentally ill. Eventually
she was released, but her mother's body was never found.
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So what is the explanation for this strange disappearance? Many experts
in historical mysteries believe that Mrs Redwood might have brought the
plague back with her from India. If this news had become widely known,
it would certainly have ruined the Great Exhibition, so the hotel manager
might have conspired with the doctor to keep the terrible news a secret.
They certainly must have conspired together in some way or other.
However, the British Embassy let the young woman down disgracefully,
they should have investigated her story more fully at the very least. On
the other hand, surely the hotel staff can't have disposed of the body and
redecorated room 342 in just four hours?

Why on earth should | apologise? It wasn't me who started the
trouble.
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Hello. My name's Rebecca Wade and I'm going to talk today about how to
give a presentation. All of my ideas, incidentally, are available in my book
‘How to Give Incredible Presentations’. Now, when | say presentation, | don't
just mean standing on a stage talking to lots of people. We all have to make
presentations these days, often to colleagues or classmates, and the audience
may be just a.few people rather than a few hundred. And success in life often
depends on being able to communicate your ideas effectively to a group of
people. So the advice I'm going to give is true for all these situations. And
why do we need this advice? Well, according to some studies, most people's
number one fear in life is public speaking. This means that standing in front of
a room full of people, for some of us at least, is scarier even than death. But it
doesn't need to be, if you follow these simple tips.

First, let's start with a few important points. These are the things you should
try not to do. Firstly, never read out your presentation. There is nothing more
boring for an audience than listening to someone reading out notes. It makes
for a monotonous intonation in your voice and your audience will quickly
realise that they could get the same information in half the time just by
reading your script.

And secondly, try not to move around too much or talk too fast, especially

at the beginning of a presentation. Keep your head and hands still. It takes

an audience a bit of time to get used to your vaice and if you are dancing
around at the front of the room, trying to be energetic, it can be very
distracting.

And the last point is this. Nothing is more annoying for an audience than to
be kept waiting, particularly at the end of a presentation when everyone is
probably desperate for a coffee, try to make sure you start and finish on time.
So, be nice to them and they'll be nice to you.
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So we've looked at the things you shouldn't do, now let's look at the thlngs
you should do. In terms of planning your presentation, try to remember this
simple rule: less is more, Fewer slides are better than a lot of slides. If you
have thirty slides far a 30-minute talk, that's too many. Your audience will
suffer from information overload and they won't be able to pay attention to
you as you speak. In fact, this is the classic mistake that presenters make —
they spend so long preparing a set of fancy, colourful, animated slides that
they forget to think about what they are actually going to say and how they
are going to say it. Generally one slide for every two minutes of your talk

is plenty. Remember also that fewer words on a slide is better than more
words. And as the saying goes, a picture is worth a thousand words.
Secondly, it's a good idea to think carefully about the first few lines of your
presentation. These are often the most difficult because your stress levels are
highest when you begin speaking, so if you can get through these lines, the
rest usually follows quite smoothly.

And lastly, in terms of planning, try to practise your presentation at least
once before you give it. Find a friend who is willing to sit and listen and then
ask for their honest opinion.

And what about delivering your presentation? What tips can help? Well,
many presenters have key words on cards that they can hold and look at
while they talk, That way, if they forget what they want to say, which is a big
fear for many people, the cards will remind them.

The second tip that really helps a lot of presenters is to remember to make
eye contact with people in the audience as early as possible. This really helps
to build rapport and understanding.

And thirdly, don't forget to include some interaction. Ask your audience

for their opinion near the start of the talk. Sometimes it helps if you ask a
question and then give your audience some time to discuss the answer with
the person they are sitting next to,

However there are

certainly some very large media corporations that own and control a

lot of what we see and hear. In the US around 25 years ago there were

50 major media corporations. Now there are just six.

Does that answer your question Ewan?

Thanks Doug. Monica, I'm interested in your opinion. Does the media

reflect what we think or does the media control what we think? |

mean, you know, do we just think about the things that the media
wants us to think about?

It used to be said that the most
powerful person in the country was the newspaper editor because
he, and it always was a 'he’, decided what went on the front page
and so decided what was important and what wasn't. However, the
internet has had an impact. Now, anyone can create news. With the
camera in our smartphones we can record a high-definition video of
an event, upload it to the internet and hey presto, people all over the
world can see. Big media corporations are being cut out. Sites like
globalvoicesonline.org are bringing the news directly from the people
who are experiencing it, inside war zones for example. So in answer
to your question, while the media does still control what we think to
some extent, people are now able to use the media to reflect what
they think.

P: That's a fascinating idea. | must check it out. Thanks for that
question Fred.  Now we have Damian in Leeds. Hi Damian, What's
your question?

D: Oh, yes, er you mentioned how the internet has changed news,
Monica, How else has the internet changed things? How has it
affected the world of media?

Who had heard of ‘microblogging’ before the internet? But more
importantly, | believe the internet has made media more interactive.
Media used to be a one-way process — they spoke and we listened.

Unfortunately, | think the internet has also made us all more separate
from each other.

Young adults now probably don't even remember the time when
everyone watched the same thing on television and then talked about
it the next day at work or college. In 1986 the top-rated TV show in
the UK got 30 million viewers — that's half the population. Twenty-
five years later the top-rated show got less than half that number.

As a society we just don't share the same experiences any more. We
watch and listen to different things.

A six-year-old boy, S, has been diagnosed by doctors with attention deficit
disorder (ADHD) and prescribed a new drug which he will probably have
to take until he is an adult. The drug is not thought to lead to dependency,
but the long-term effects are not fully known. His mother, who is separated
from his father, and who has custody of their three children, is keen to try
the drug, She says his problem is badly affecting his life both at school and
at home. He is distracted at school, is already falling behind other children
in his schoolwork, and his. teachers are unsympathetic. At home, his bad
behaviour causes constant stress, and his mother says that the only thing
that keeps him calm is playing computer games. His father, who lives 100
kilometres away, is against him taking the drug, He says that his son is
just a normal boy who needs to move to a more disciplined school with

a calmer working environment, and that he needs to play outside more
instead of staying indoors and playing computer games.



Case 3

Dr Z, a prominent National Health Service specialist, has created a big stir
in the media by publicly questioning whether he should treat a patient
who is a heavy smaker. The woman, Mrs X, who is in her early sixties, has
a life-threatening illness that requires expensive surgery and medication.
She has been a lifelong smoker and says that she cannot give up. Dr Z says
that treating her 'does not represent value for money for the taxpayer’, as
she is shortening her life expectancy considerably by smoking. However
opponents of Doctor Z point out that Mrs X, who is a retired school
secretary, was a taxpayer all her working life. Furthermore her illness is
not directly linked to smoking, and she is currently in good enough general
health to undergo surgery and treatment, But, as the aging population
grows, and healthcare gets more and more expensive for the state, the case
is causing huge public debate.
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N: Two recent opinion polls have given new life to the debate on animal
testing. So, Sasha, what else do the polls show?

R: Well, they show that the majority of people feel that medical research
on animals is justified in some circumstances. Only around one in five
people believe that it is never acceptable under any circumstances.

N: Well that seems quite clear. What else does the poll show?

R: Well, the problems start when you ask what sorts of experiments are
justified. Three quarters of people, for instance, think that experiments
on monkeys and other primates should not be allowed. And more
than four out of five people think that experiments which cause
severe suffering or pain should be banned. However, just over half the
people polled also said that experiments on new medicines should be
allowed. The problem of course, is what if that experiment on a new
medicine causes severe pain to the animal.

N: | see. What do people feel about testing cosmetics on animals?

R: Well that's very clear. The vast majority of people, over 90%, are

against testing cosmetics on animals.

: Generally speaking, it's a mixed picture. But the results certainly show
